Use fabric cutters, fabric welders, leister heat guns and pneumatic snap setters.

Standing for long periods of time (10-12 hours).
Lifting, carrying, and pushing supplies & boxes up to 50 lbs. waist high.
Bending, kneeling, and reaching to store/retrieve supplies.

Talking, hearing to instruct employees and assist guests.
